Stadium, we monitored tweets sent 
only from the venue and its parking lot 

during Super Bowl weekend:

MediaMiser collected thousands of tweets from those at the 
game (who had geolocational services enabled on their device) 
both before, during and immediately after the big event.
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81 per cent were male while 
19 per cent were female.
